1. BBC uphold complaint against Jeremy Paxman

In the programme, Ellman stated, "The problem is Hamas, who use these children as human shields, who give the children explosives, or sometimes force them to have explosive belts, and send them to blow up Israeli civilians.

She also later commented,

"How can they meet, and how can we be without a barrier, when Hamas are sending those very children with their explosive belts across to kill Israeli children and Israeli civilians? All of that has to stop, and nobody is entirely innocent."

Presenter should issue a brief to attendees that ‘Hamas had never sent children into Israel as suicide bombers yet Ellman stated it 3 times which Paxman failed to correct’ and quote above.  Thereafter, attendees should drfat their complaint.  

2. MCB receives £45,000 and apology after Question Time comments 
http://www.iengage.org.uk/news/442-engage-exclusive-mcb-awarded-p45000-in-damages-from-bbc
Presenter should advise attendees that ‘Charles Moore blamed the MCB's leadership for its apparent reluctance to condemn the killing and kidnapping of British soldiers overseas. He went on to claim that it thought it was a 'good thing' to kill troops’.  Thereafter, attendees should write complaint as if they are MCB.
Speaking on the outcome of the libel case, Dr Abdul Bari said:

"As the MCB and I had made clear even before the Question Time broadcast, we do not support attacks on British soldiers anywhere in the world. We are deeply saddened by the senseless loss of lives both amongst UK soldiers and the many thousands of civilians in both Iraq and Afghanistan. We are therefore pleased that the BBC has today set the record straight.”
